Beloved children, on the Feastday of PentecosharCathedral-Basilica of Our Crowned Mother ofnfra,
after the celebration of Holy Mass, We spoke tH®wang words in order solemnly to consecrate thald/ to
the Holy Ghost:

We, Peter lll, Sovereign Pontiff, Vicar of Chri&yccessor of Saint Peter, Servant of the servdr®oad,
Patriarch of Palmar de Troya, de Gléria Ecclésiarald of the Lord God of Hosts, Good Shepherd ofsso

We, in union with the Bishops of the One, Holy, I@dic, Apostolic and Palmarian Church, on this very
day, the 18 of May in Glorious Palmarian Holy Year of Our Cnoed Mother of Palmar 2022, and seventh of
Our Pontificate, consecrate the World solemnlyhtooly Ghost on His Principle Feastday.

The first Pentecost was on Sunday th® @6May in the year 34, in the Jerusalem Cenanl¢hé presence
of the Most Holy Virgin Mary, the twelve Apostlethe seventy-two disciples, the forty pious women or
disciplesses of Mary, and a good number of tertfaithful of the Carmelite Order. Also present hatt
g extraordinary event were the planetary ApostleaszlEnoch
| and Moses, visible to all gathered there. By thettecost, all
those congregated received the grace which comespto
the Sacrament of Confirmation, besides confirmaitiorihe
Faith, the gift of tongues and manifold superndtgiiés. The
first Pentecost was visible to many by Tonguesid. F

We feel the ardent desire to consecrate the Waorlthe
Holy Ghost, and implore the prompt second Pentegpen
the Palmarian Apostles in order to receive theiptecGift of
Confirmation in Grace, in an outpouring of DivinesMy.

And may the inhabitants of the World repent anccteverted from their sins so that the Holy Ghosyma
take possession of their souls!”

Next We proceeded to recite the Litany of the H@lgost, at the end of which We recited the Act of
Consecration to the Holy Ghost from the Palmariavddonary. Then the hymi#dorable Amor Divino” was
sung and We gave the correspondungasto the Holy Ghost. All the Bishops of the Palmartdoly Church
were present and took part in this Solemn Conseatawith the exception of our Missionary Bishopso all
recited the Litany and the Act of Consecration® IHoly Ghost in their respective Chapels that day.

This Consecration has certain implications forfeaghful children of the Palmarian Holy Church, aither
different ones for the world which lives with itadk to God.

Saint Louis Mary Grignion de Montfort writes in tieeatise on True Devotion
to the Most Holy Virgin: “I said that this will hggen especially towards the end of
the world — and very soon — because the Most High His Most Holy Mother
have to form great saints who will surpass in hedsthe majority of the other
saints just as the cedars of Lebanon surpass thbsshThus was it revealed to a
saintly soul whose life was written by M de RentJtiis ‘saintly soul’ is Maria des
Vallées (1590-1656), prophetess of the Last Timeso offered her life of
unspeakable sufferings for the salvation and persexe of those living in our
day. Saint John Eudes also wrote her life. Maria \dallées announces to us the
judgement of the world by fire: it will be a floarf fire, precursor of the flood of
graces of the Reign of the Holy Ghost, when theitSpi the Lord will fill the orb
of the world: “This can be understood of the timewhich the Holy Ghost will
send the fire of divine Love upon the whole eaatind which will be His deluge. For there are threkiges, the
three are sad, and are sent to destroy sin. T$tedfgtuge is that of the Eternal Father, whichlbeen a deluge
of water; the second is the deluge of the Son, whizs been a deluge of Blood; the third is thathefHoly
Ghost, which will be a deluge of Fire. But it wile sad like the others because it will find mudistance and
guantities of green wood which will be difficult burn. Two have already passed, but the thirdligstcome;
and as the first two were foretold long before thaywed, so this last one God alone knows when.”

L 5 The first universal catastrophe was the Universabd: He, who with Almighty
Arm ruptured the dykes of the sea and opened ttagacas of heaven, reveals it to
us in a few words: “My conserving Spirit will nagmain with man, since his flesh
has corrupted.” This is like saying: ‘despite aly Marnings, man has shaken off
the yoke of My Spirit, Spirit of light and virtu@nd has become carnal; he has
yielded to the influence of the spirit of darknassl malice.

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be such that the City of Good will become almosteteed, while that of evil will take on colossamginsions.
Once more man will become carnal: the Spirit of ted will be withdrawn, not to return, and a Flool
ravage the world, a thousand times guiltier, beeduwill be a thousand times more ungrateful thaat of the
pagans and giants at the time of the Flood of Water

Maria des Vallées announced a flood of Fire, whickire of the Holy Ghost. For general conversialh,
God's friends together will spread over the eaalbésiege souls. Who are these friends of God?6G ats
Renty referring to the words of Maria des Valléastes: “They will be great martyrs even though the
executioner does not touch them, but they will tEagmartyrs of Divine Love.

! to wear a blouse and keep it on for thirteen weéksit became filthy and
infested with bugs. This filthy blouse is the cdiah of sinful men. Christ then
ordered Maria to burn that stained blouse: ‘then#la will destroy it, just as the
sin of the world will be destroyed during the gréabulation, by Fire from
Heaven.’

What will this deluge of fire be? This Flood of &ifis the fire of hatred for
sin, attacking sin to destroy it. The fuel whictligeds on is Divine Charity; the
smoke, the prayers said for the destruction obsinof hatred for it.”

By your patience
and perseverance you shall save your souls... An#dediess shall spread to the
point that charity will disappear in many, owingthe great apostasies. But whoever
perseveres to the end shall indeed be saved...

Consider how many little attachments we have
venial sins! How many imperfections! How many desi@nd desires not subject to the movements otfrac
How many useless thoughts go through our minds daghwithout counting bitterness and annoyances$ Th
hinders more than we can say the establishmenbdfs&ingdom within us, and is an infinite detrinhém our
neighbour; for our Lord has made of us His Ministef State, and has confided to us His Blood, Hasits)
His doctrine, the treasures of His graces, an@ffibich, raising us over and above the angelicreatiemands
of us in practice a more perfect fidelity than we aapable of. And yet it is astonishing to see Imegligent
and unfaithful we are in performing it.

But the worst of it all is our opposition to Godigesigns, and the resistance we offer to His in8pirs,;
because either we don’t want to listen to thenregct them once heard, or else when received neehiand
weaken them with a thousand imperfections, naméigclament to creatures, self-complacency and self-
satisfaction. Consequently, let our special caretdgay close attention to divine inspirations d@ondbe
faithfully exact in response to the graces offared

It sometimes happens that after receiving some dosgiration from God, we find ourselves at once
assailed by repugnance, doubts, confusion anculifiies proceeding from our own corrupt interiandgdrom
our passions, opposed to the divine inspiratiomdfwere to receive the inspiration with heartyraigsion, we
would be filled with that peace and consolation ahhthe Spirit of God brings with Him and which He
communicates to the souls of those in whom He findsesistance. We should aspire to purify our soul
completely, and follow the guidance of the Holy Ghoontinually. The lights of grace come to us @gmres
according to our interior dispositions, and thepate¢ in the same way, leaving us in darkness.

There are few perfect souls because there are fewfollow the guidance of the Holy Ghost. The reas®@
take so long to reach perfection, or never arrivallais because we are guided in almost evergthiyn nature
and human points of view. We scarcely follow, ifadlf the guidance of the Holy Ghost, whose missias to
illuminate, guide and encourage.

We can say in truth that they are very few who @ezge constantly in the ways of God. Many turn esid
from them perpetually: the Holy Ghost calls thenthwiis inspirations, but as they are bad-tempeidti of
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themselves, attached to their own opinions, puffiedvith their own wisdom, they do not easily legitiselves
be guided. Seldom do they enter in the way of Gdé'signs, and do not linger in it, but return teitltown
schemes and ideas which deceive them and turn &dséfe.. In this fashion they advance but veryelitdnd
when surprised by death have only taken twentysstdpen they could have taken ten thousand, if treel
abandoned themselves to the guidance of the HobsGh

On the other hand, the truly interior, those whibttemselves be guided by the light of God’s Sptot
which they have disposed themselves by purity airthéight which they follow with perfect submisgiogo
ahead with giant strides and fly, as it were, ie thays of grace.

If we were able to see just how the inspiration§&ofl are received in our souls,
we would see that they remain, so to speak, orstinace, without going deeper.
~ The opposition they encounter in us prevents threm fmaking the impression they
should. And this proceeds from our lack of submisdo the Holy Ghost and not
serving God with perfect wholeheartedness. Soutsgesed by God are penetrated
gently by His inspirations, which fill them withahmarvellous peace which always
accompanies the Spirit of God.

One of our greatest evils is that we are so sensoatomplacent with outward
things, we so esteem and admire them, that we ihavaste for anything but what
catches our attention and pleases our senses. Weamadness! We are insensible
to God’s inspirations, because they are spiritaald infinitely superior to the
senses. We take no account of them, preferringpour natural talents, occupations of distinctiorg &@steem
of men, our own little comforts and satisfactionnstrous illusion for many whose eyes are onlynageat
the hour of death.

Knowing that we have the need of the Holy Ghost ahéiis assistance, we should not rob Him of the
guidance of our soul, or usurp his rights and roissi for to Him alone pertains the guidance of sotihe
intimacy of our soul is destined for God alone,deewrong when we fill the soul with creatures andfead of
opening it up to God’s presence, shrink it to haldew miserable trifles. This is what prevents t@f

; achieving perfection. All the objects presentedut® from outside are
temptations to sin, riches, honours, pleasuresytag is full of pitfalls.

The unction He pours out souls heartens them,
strengthens them, helps them to gain the victomgetens their trials and
encourages them to find their delight in their sess

Feeling that infinite emptiness we all have wittand which all creatures
cannot fill, which cannot be filled except by tlog jof possessing God, these
poor souls, while separated from Him, languish auoéfer a prolonged
martyrdom, which would be intolerable without thensolations given them
by the Holy Ghost from time to time. A single drap these divine
consolations can effect more than all the pleasofréfse world put together. These last cannot fetine heart.

“The indwelling of the seven ordinary Gifts or cisans of the Holy Ghost in the soul in the stat&odce is
the very same Holy Ghost Himself, the Great SugarabGift, Uncreated Soul of the Church, septiprésor
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sublime blazing Volcano in eruption, accordingesponse to Grace by way of the practice of theest The
Gifts of the Holy Ghost are seven different andirmaidy ways for the Holy Ghost to operate in thelsouhe
state of Grace. The Holy Ghost operates by meamtisofeven infused Gifts with greater or lesseicaty,
according to the greater or lesser response addbkto the graces received. The Gifts act toffothie natural
powers and make them sensitive to the movemertissaDivine Spirit and capable of performing thostseof
virtue, the most difficult and most noble, callegrdic. There are seven Gifts of the Holy Ghost, @ik of
Wisdom, which is the first in dignity, and the Giftf Understanding, Knowledge, Counsel, Piety,iftm# and
Fear of God.

The Gifts do not subsist in the soul without charand in the measure that charity augments, they t
augment. Hence they are so rare, and never reaaffhadegree of excellence without a fervent andeper
charity. Venial sin and the least imperfection kéggm tied down, preventing them from acting.

It is by the Gifts of the Holy Ghost that the Saisticceed at last in freeing themselves from thneesy of
creatures. We, who still do not partake so aburngaftthe Gifts of the Holy Ghost, should labourdaiorce
ourselves in the practice of virtue. We are likesi who make their way by rowing against wind ade; tthe
day will come, God willing, when, having receivédet tGifts of the Holy Ghost, we go full sail befdhe wind,
for it is the Holy Ghost who by His Gifts dispodég soul to submit effortlessly to His divine ingions. By
the help of the Gifts of the Holy Ghost, the Sanetzch the heights of perfection, and can perférings which
the rest do not even imagine; the Holy Ghost smesotiway the difficulties and empowers them to avee
every obstacle.

In childhood we do not know God, or the immortality our soul, or the eternity of rewards and
chastisements. By reasoning we can learn sometiitigese truths; by the Faith we know them as tertey
the Gifts of the Holy Ghost we touch and savounthbut still indistinctly. After death we shall séeem, so to
speak, without veil. In Heaven or in Hell we shadlve clear evidence of them, complete experiencever.
Ay! How can we amuse ourselves, and what pleasamene have in the things of this earth!

How come the Gifts of the Holy Ghost produce stelieffect in souls? Why do the generality of the
devotees, those who live an easygoing life, pradesfew acts proper to the Gifts of the Holy Ghestce, as
they are in the state of Grace, they possess theenanswer is that this stems from being held lgocgontrary

e — habits and affections, and that the countless Vaima they commit every
day exclude those graces which are necessary tugecacts proper to the
Gifts of the Holy Ghost. God denies them the succoll His graces,
foreseeing that if He were to grant them in theitual dispositions, they
would be of no use, having their will held fast #ythousand chains which
would prevent them from giving their consent.

When we have lived a long time in such tepidity,tia same time
performing many good works, the way to escape fiom by cultivating
purity of heart; that is the safest way. Here theeeno traps of the devil, as
it is impossible for him to stimulate souls to be@pure.

Let us concentrate on this holy exercise insisyeatid uninterruptedly,
resolved to refuse God nothing He asks of us td leato higher perfection,
and thus free ourselves from those chains whichentla& precious Gifts of
the Holy Ghost useless within us, and we shalliveeleed by their fullness.

It is surprising to see certain devotees displagenof the Gifts of the
Holy Ghost in their actions and their conduct. THée is entirely natural;
when they are corrected or disregarded they makevkrtheir resentment;
they show much eagerness for worldly praise, esw@inapplause; and take much pleasure in themloard
their comforts dearly, and seek them with conckke,everything else which flatters self love. Valnsins, by
opposing the fervour of charity, consequently prés¢he operation of the Gifts of the Holy Ghost.

If these devotees were to cultivate purity of hetlwe fervour of charity would increase in them remmre,
and in their whole conduct the Gifts of the Holydshwould sparkle. But while they live as they dithout
recollection or attention to their own interiorttieg themselves be drawn by the current of theimo
inclinations, only avoiding graver sins and igngriititle things, those Gifts will never be very abte in them.
‘It is unimaginable’, says Saint Lawrence Justinigmow our hearts fill with sins unless we contifiydake
pains to cleanse them.’

The reason that we are so rarely enlightened bylighés of the Holy Ghost, and so little guided the
movements of His Gifts, is that our soul is sensarad full of a multitude of earthly thoughts, desirand
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affections which extinguish the Spirit of God in few there are who give themselves up entirel@ad and
abandon themselves to the guidance of the Holy Gosthat He alone live in them and be the orgjirall
their actions.

As all those who are in the state of Grace posttessifts of the Holy Ghost, at times they perfaaots
proper to those Gifts, but only, so to say, in pagsand so swiftly that they hardly realize. Thhey remain
~ever in the same state, without partaking of thiergpd generosity of the Holy
| Ghost, owing to the opposition He finds in them.

The Gift of Wisdom is a knowledge of God, His dtries and mysteries, which
is full of savour. Wisdom shows us God, His greass#neHis beauty, and His
perfections, as infinitely adorable and worthy @fd; and this knowledge results in
a delicious savour, and is greater, more or lesxrding to the state of perfection
and purity which the soul has reached. Saint Fsan€iAssisi was full of this
savour of wisdom, who on pronouncing the name a Giothe name of Jesus, felt
in his mouth and on his lips a savour a thousamedi sweeter than honey and
sugar. At the beginning, divine things are insi@mdd only with difficulty do we
savour them, but in time they become sweet andfiduch a delicious savour that
we taste them with pleasure, to the point thateed fiothing other than repugnance
for everything else. Whereas the things of earticlwkelight the senses are at the
start pleasing and delicious, but in the end bites alone do we find in them..

Wisdom is love for virtue; it is a taste for googhen it enters a soul, it
overcomes the malice it finds there, and expeldabte for evil which malice had introduced in Heling the
soul with the savour of good, which it always benglong with it. Scarcely admitted, it purifies the
understanding, rectifies the heart’s corrupt tagtesrestores perfect health to the soul.

Wisdom refers all to the last end. On the contriolly chooses for its purpose its first beginnimdyether it
be honour, or pleasure or some temporal good, with@ving a taste for anything else and, referring
everything to that alone, seeking and valuing #ilahe, despises all else. The world is full of tkisd of
madness, and the wise Solomon declared that “thauof fools is incalculable.”

Let us examine our likes and dislikes, whether wehpect to God and divine things, or with resgect
creatures and the thlngs of earth. This kind ofr@ration is an excellent means to acquire purithexrt. Let

e us become familiar with this practice, examiningr dikes and dislikes
frequently during the day, and trying little bytlgtto refer them to God.

There are three kinds of wisdom condemned in Soeptwhich are so
many other true forms of madneEarthly, earthly wisdom, when a man has
no taste for anything but richesarnal, sensual wisdom, when he has no
other taste than for bodily pleasurdgbolical, diabolical wisdom, when he
has no other taste than for his own superiority.

There is a madness which is true wisdom before Godlove poverty,
contempt, crosses, persecutions; this is to belairicthe eyes of the world.
And yet wisdom, which is a Gift of the Holy Ghowst,nothing other than that
same lunacy which only delights in what Our Lordl @he Saints delighted
in.

So far so good, Jesus Christ, in all that He didnduHis mortal life, like
poverty, discredit, the cross, left a fragrant apmdelicious savour; but few
souls have their senses sufficiently purified tocpare this aroma and taste
this savour, which are entirely supernatural. Th&ntS ran after the

- fragrance of these aromas, like a Saint Ignatitmg delighted in being made
fun of a Salnt Francis, Who passionately loveceetpn, who did things to make himself look ridicus; a
Saint Dominic, who enjoyed himself far more in Gasonne where he was generally insulted, than in
Toulouse where he was honoured by all; a Saint ddhthe Cross who asked the Lord “to suffer and be
despised for You”. To this fragrance and savountSahérése referred when she repeated: “Draw M, @n
the fragrance of Your aromas, | will run after Yiwith my retinue of faithful souls.”

How different are God’s judgements from the judgeta®f men! Divine Wisdom is folly in the judgement
of men, and human wisdom is folly in the judgem&n&od. It falls to us to see which of these twdgements
we are conformed. We should take one or other @asule for our actions. If we have a taste for ggaand

honours, we are fools; and the more taste we havdding esteemed and admired, more fools stile Th
knowledge we receive from the Holy Ghost teacheuscognize our faults and the vanity of earthings,
and shows us that we should not expect from crestamything other than misery and grief.

Thus the surest guide is that which the Holy Glybsts us by way of the Gift of Counsel, and we $thou
not follow any other, because in this way we aretage of following God’s pathway and His Divine
Providence. A person is full of the Spirit of Godhem God dwells in him in such a way as to allow dm
practise all the duties of his state. It is no pnegtion to aspire to the perfection of our ownestt life and the
fulfilment of God’s designs to the whole extentooir own vocation.

In the morning we should implore the assistancéhefHoly Ghost for all the actions of the day, hiynb
recognizing our ignorance and weakness, and deglanat we will follow His guidance with a compledad
wholehearted submission of mind and heart. Thetheastart of each action, we should go back toligbk
from the Holy Ghost to perform it well and, on emgliask pardon for the faults we may have commiitkiie
doing it. By this means we keep ourselves in a&sthdependence on God the whole day. Once we hade
our resolve in accord with the light of the Holy @k, we should promptly proceed to its executionthmsy

movement of the same Spirit, because if we delagumstances change and
opportunities are lost.

The Gift of Piety. Piety is that tender and lovatigposition of the heart which
leads us to honour and serve God, including inrelatives and friends. Piety
has a wide application in the exercise of Chrisfistice, it embraces not only
God, but also everything which refers to Him: li&acred Scripture, which
contains His word, the Blessed, who possess Higidry; the souls who suffer
in Purgatory, and those who still live on earth.

It gives us the spirit of a child towards our suges, the spirit of a father
towards our inferiors, the spirit of a brother tods our equals, sentiments of
compassion towards those in need or trouble, aadder readiness to help them.

: — It is the beginning of that sweet attraction wharaws us towards God, and
of that promptness which makes us run along the iwajis service. This is what makes us grieve wlihse
who grieve, weep with those who weep, rejoice viltbse glad of heart, support without irritation the
weaknesses of the weak and the faults of the irapend become all to all.

The vice opposed to the Gift of Piety is hardnelsbeart, which springs from a badly focused love fo
ourselves; for this love makes us naturally seresibinly to our own interests, so that nothing d@ffers unless it
refers to ourselves. We contemplate the offencemutied against God without a tear, and the misesfeour
neighbour without compassion; we are unwillingreuble ourselves to please others, we cannot bigatheir
faults; we insult them for the least motive, andbloar in our hearts sentiments of bitterness asdninent,
hatred and dislike towards them. On the other hdredmore the charity or love for God possessea $yul, so
much the more sensitive she is to God’s interasdstlaose of neighbour.

A soul unable to weep for her sins, at least withrs from the heart, is either full of impiety ailfof
impurity, or both the one and the other, as gelyeoakurs with hardened hearts.

The Gift of Fortitude. Fortitude is a virtue whistrengthens us against fear and the dread of theutties,
dangers and fatigues which appear in carrying autumdertakings. This gift is very necessary ortaver
occasions, when we are assailed by pressing teomatvhich we must resist and resolve to losegmads,
our honour or our life. It is then that the Holy @3t with his Counsel and Strength, powerfully stssthe
faithful soul who, mistrusting himself and convidcef his own weakness and nothingness, imploreshklis
and places his trust in Him. On such occasionshargligraces are insufficient.

The opportunity to have a noble death is so prectbat no wise person should lose it when offeoeklim.
We should be convinced that, for this sole act lofisfian generosity, we can gain so much meritau'& eyes
as we would during the rest of our life, if prolauy Now then, there are several ways to die a nedédeh:
first, to die for Christian charity, or at the seev of those affected by a plague or an epidenmotreer would
be to die in defence of the Faith, or die on aifpranission, whether at the hands of unbelieverfran
excessive work or some accident occurring in ther@se of apostolic zeal; another way would beatodown
our life for the flock, as prelates, pastors angesiors do, or the mother who risks her life sa thahild be
born. The virtue of those who thus expose theedilarings down unspeakable graces on the other ererab
the Church.
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The Gift of Fortitude is given principally to stigthen the mind, from which it banishes all humaar fe
imparting divine firmness to the will and to thepafite, which makes the soul intrepid. It is thisris which
has made the Saints fearless in the face of damfgen it is a question of carrying our God’s designsl
promoting His glory. Saint Francis Xavier, emboldénby this spirit, challenged whole armies of iefid
enemies, storms, shipwrecks, death, as he margsllshowed on his journey to Japan, which he made i
miserable pirate sailing craft, with an idolaterdaam adorer of the devil, who appeared on more tran
occasion to terrorize him and threatened him we#lihg the effects of his vengeance; but the Saughed at
his threats with derision, having his whole truktcpd in God. In one of his letters he writes thia¢ surest
remedy in such circumstances is to fear nothinggipy our trust in God,” and that, “the greatest #énat can
happen is to be fearful of God’s enemies when wedafending God’s cause.” We should, then, be nvaiad
fearless in God's service, so that we may advampeifection and become capable of great works.

The vice opposed to the Gift of Fortitude is tirydor human fear, and a
certain natural fear proceeding from love of oneiwn superiority and
attachments to one’s own comforts, which hindemusur undertakings and

make us flee at the sight of humiliations and sufte
a A devotee resolves to speak of spiritual thinggtiserve the norms of the
| Church exactly, to practise some virtue; and ydteicrosses paths with such-
and-such, he lacks the valour to keep his goodiutsn, though knowing
well that he will later be deeply sorry for havifaggled. On the one hand we
see our obligation and God'’s cause, and on the etbevish to please such-
and-such and fear offending him. We weigh up theseconsiderations and
the last prevails. What infidelity! What cowardio®hd we do this every day.
Nothing indicates our lack of virtue and the fomgkich human respect has
over us more surely. Hence God leaves us alonendthdraws His graces,
and then we fall insensibly into miserable faults.

Just as the Gift of Counsel accompanies Fortitundeguides it, leading us
to undertake great things, so too human prudenddirndity go in company,
supporting each other and suggesting reasonslfgusefication.

Those who let themselves be guided by human predalane are timid without measure. A thousand
misgivings trouble us at each step, and prevent fjoing ahead along God’s path and doing much gduoch
we would do if we were to follow the Gift of Coumsnd had the courage which springs from the Gift o
Fortitude, but we let ourselves be drawn by hunyanions and everything frightens us away.

Whoever is led along by the impulse of the Holy &Htas an insatiable desire to do and suffer dghéags:
“Blessed are those who hunger and thirst aftertemgisness.” The fruits which go
with this Gift are long-suffering and patience: firet not allowing us to tire or wear
ourselves out in undertaking or doing good; theosdc not to tire or worry at
suffering evils.

The Gift of the Fear of God is a habitual dispaositithat the Holy Ghost
communicates to the soul to keep it in the stateeoérence before God’s Majesty,
and of dependence and submission to His Will, cauiser to flee from all that might
displease Him. This Gift is the foundation and bakall the others, since the first
step along God'’s pathways is to avoid evil, whieht@ins to this Gift. It is by way of
fear that we acquire the sublime Gift of Wisdom. Bégin to have a taste for God
when we begin to fear Him, and Wisdom in turn paddear. It is the savour of God
which causes the Fear of God to be loving, purefaa®dof all self-interest.

The effects of this Gift are to endow the soulstfiwith constant reserve, a holy trembling, a dselp
annihilation before God; in the second place, em&réhorror at the very least offence against Hing an
constant resolve to avoid every occasion of digagaHim; in the third place, humble confession winee
have fallen into some fault; in the fourth placteitive care to prevent irregular movements ofdppetites,
and frequent self-observation to investigate th&sbf our interior, and see what is happeningetieentrary to
perfect fidelity in God’'s service. God is worthy be served with that perfect fidelity, and for tipigrpose
offers us His grace, and we should co-operate #vith

We will never acquire perfect interior purity unte watch over all the movements of our heart dhdua
thoughts, ensuring that almost nothing escape$iatswie might be unable to account for to God, ahechv
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might not tend to His glory; so that in the spateight days, for example, we should practise ¥evy exterior
or interior acts of which grace was not the begignand if there were any exceptions, they be owingply to
surprise, and not last more than a few instantswolil being so united to God that it repressestthat the
instant they are observed.

One of the greatest graces God grants us in fieisdnd which we should most implore of Him, isttb&
constantly watching over our heart, so that notléaest irregular movement arise in it secretly withour
perceiving it and at once correcting it; for evelgy we are betrayed by a multitude of such impweeich
escape our attention. As soon as we perceive thdtave committed a sin, we should repent at onderake
an act of contrition, out of fear that the sin nighpede subsequent graces, and this will surelhbeesult if
we do no penance for it.

It is often said that an idle thought, a carelessdywan action performed with no direct intentiang minor
concerns. This would be correct if we were in aepunatural state, but supposing we are resurreet&dn
effect we are, to a supernatural state, boughtisdoy the Precious Blood of the Son of God, supyptiat at
each moment of our lives an eternity depends, laaidthe least of our actions merits the possessiqnivation
of a glory which, lasting eternally, is in certdiashion infinite, it is necessary to confess thatrg day,
through our negllgence or cowardice, we incur imeivable losses for lack of permanent conversiothef

g heart to God. Let us be convinced, once and forttadlt our outward actions
on which we place all our attention are no morenttiee body, and that the
intention and the interior constitute the soul.

Saint Ephrem in his youth, imprisoned for some sgpp misdemeanour,
complained to God in defence of his innocence, s®gyn reproaching
Providence for having neglected him. An Angel appeavho spoke to him
thus: “Do you remember the wrong you did one dag tertain poor farmer
by stoning his cow until you killed it? What penartave you done, or what
satisfaction have you given? God will free you frpnson, but it will not be
until after fifteen days. And besides, you arethetonly one whom God deals
with in this way. Certain persons, who are jailedenwith you, are innocent of
the offences they are charged with, but they haraengitted others of which human justice is unawéars,
which divine justice will punish. The judges wilbredemn them for crimes of which that have beerekals
accused, and God will permit them to be executegunishment for secret transgressions known @nkyim.”

The judgements of God are terrible: having calledoua superior perfection, and awaited us fomg kime,
seeing that we resist, He denies us the gracesati@iepared for us, deprives us of those he hangig, and
sometimes takes us from this life by a prematuehjeso that we do not end up falling into yet tgeauvil.
This is what often happens to devotees who livekewarmness and negligence.

The Fruits of the Holy Ghost proper to this Gifttbe Fear of God are those of modesty, continende a
chastity. The first, because nothing leads us b#itenodesty than that loving reverence for God \wispires
the spirit with filial fear; the other two becau$s, restricting or moderating the use of the comsforf life and
the pleasures of the senses, together with Fewictirdribute to restraining concupiscence.

The fruits of the Holy Ghost are nothing other tivansed virtues, when we come to practise themonbt
without grief or repugnance, but rather with joylateasure.

On the fruits of charity, spiritual joy and pea€harity is the first in order of the fruits of tliioly Ghost,
since it is that which is most like the Holy Ghasho Himself is love, and consequently draws usaido true
and eternal happiness, and give us a spirituahjalyis truly solid, and the deepest peace.

First because to share in God’s sanctity is toesimawhat is, so to speak, most essential in Hiod'&other
attributes, like knowledge, power, can be commustan such a way that they be natural to men;tggrixy
itself can never be natural to them.

Sanctity and happiness are like two inseparabtersisand God communicates Himself and unites tmly
holy souls. Thus the least measure of sanctityherleast action to increase sanctity, should leéemed to
sceptres and crowns. From which it follows thatjngato the opportunities to perform so many supema
acts that we lose each day, we may incur in adbsmppiness inconceivable in degree and almaspanable.
Being fruits of the Holy Ghost, we cannot find #pial joy and peace in creatures, since it is thespssion of
God alone that can strengthen us in the face dfi@nos and fears.

Whoever possesses God is not worried about anytiinge God is everything to him, and all elsehimg.
No created good can fully satisfy or please us fteace which allows God to reign in the soul, givés Him
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complete sovereignty over her. By Sanctifying Graskich is the Holy Ghost, God forms a fortress for
Himself in the soul.

We are taught that Our Lord is both God and Mad,&e believe. If from this we draw the conclusibatt
we ought to love Him above all things, visit Himeduently in the Blessed Eucharist, prepare oursetve
receive Him, and do all this as our first duty amhcern, we then doubt, and our will, in practi@sists the
belief of the understanding. If we were to accégt bbelief, then our faith in the mysteries of Owrd. would
increase every day. But we suffocate this piousr@dxy our vices, so necessary to reach perfectidaith. If
we had goodwill truly submissive to God, we wou&Vé a perfect and penetrating faith.

Our mind is flighty and restless, wanders anxioushattering unceasingly. Modesty restrains it, erates
and settles the soul into a profound peace, dispibse be the mansion and kingdom of God, so tthaift of
the Presence of God follows swiftly on the Fruiddesty.

Modesty is absolutely necessary for us, since imestyd though seeming unimportant in itself, is get
great importance due to its consequences, andasable sign of a cold religious spirit.

- The Fruits of Continence and of Chastity withdrde soul so far from love of
’ the body that the soul hardly feels its rebellioasd they keep it in subjection
without difficulty.

If our most ardent desire and our most vehememgihgnwere not to advance in
the perfection of our state, let us direct all aifforts to acquire this holy
disposition.

Everything which destroys the peace and calm ofirtterior proceeds from the
devil. God has joined together happiness and h&gimesuch a way that His graces
not only sanctify the soul, but also console afidtfivith peace and sweetness. The
suggestions of the devil have the opposite effgbgther immediate, or at least in
the end; the serpent is recognized by his tait, ihady the effects he produces and
by the conclusions he leads us to.

In his 329 Pontifical Document, Pope Saint Gregory XVII thery Great
declared Dogma of Faith: “Sanctifying Grace is\key same Holy Ghost.”

There he explained the excellence of Sanctifyingd®y namely: The Holy
Ghost is the Author of sanctity, hence the Holy &he Sanctifier. The word sanctifying indicates #ttion of
the Holy Ghost in souls, by which Sanctifying Graéhe Holy Ghost.

Sanctifying Grace is ‘a supernatural Gift’, perm@in@nd inherent in the soul in the state of Grémethere
is no doubt at all that the Gifts are received friita Holy Ghost. Sanctifying Grace is the very safioty
Ghost, not in symbolic form or apparent form, kedlrform. We emphasize the sense of the impetwwas bf
the Divine Paraclete. Sanctifying Grace has permigioece, understand with the soul’s response.

Adam and Eve were created to the image and likeoke&od. The souls of Adam and Eve were divine at
their creation; but on sinning lost divine filiatidor themselves and their descendents; by whiabsdost the
divine and were left with the human, with all tleerible consequences.

The Creator, in His infinite Goodness, granted dewkind another Couple to
raise it up, and this excellent Couple is formedQuyr Lord Jesus Christ and the
Most Holy Virgin Mary. Christ is the second Adamahly, the second Eve. With the
new Adam and the new Eve, and infinite Reparatiod Redemption, mankind
acquired as though by a second Creation, divinatibh; in this mankind, the
baptized are referred to.

Divine filiation is first and foremost acquired byeans of the Sacrament of
Baptism, which wipes away the stain and the gditirgginal sin, giving back divine
filiation in accord with the Work of Creation.

When a person receives the Sacrament of Baptisradaéves Sanctifying Grace,
which means to say in all truth that he receivesHbly Ghost.

Saint Gregory XVII declared the Infallible Doctrin€lhe baptized person, by
' being grafted onto Christ by means of the SacrameB&aptism, with all assurance
receives the Holy Ghost Himself, Who espouses Hinmsgstically with the soul,
communicating divine nature to the soul, whichhat $ame time conserves human nature, and is inwt&bd
our Creator to respond and submit to the new najtauitously acquired. Human nature, of courseime
free will, which man possesses and retains so dsedile freely whether or not to respond. By thaching is
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perfectly understood that sublime truth: the baglthe living temple of the Holy Ghost. This indwag of the
Holy Ghost is by no means symbolical or apparantesa real and manifest indwelling of inward cloteais
meant. We all know and believe that the Holy Ghestvifying and vivifier, for He is Lord and Givesf Life.

By the prayer and ldhey
have for God, they rise up with these two wingsvaball that is created and overcome themselveswdrah
they have done so, they repose on Mount Calvaxy tlaere, fixing their gaze, as if the tree of th®@<s were
there and sweet Jesus the Divine Redeemer upbkeitchaste doves they sing their lullabies to liwee of
their loves, and with them display to the belovétheir soul that they are disposed with greattmynake use
of mortification and self-denial as soon as theasaan presents itself. And occasions are presaaethually,
since when they find nothing in themselves to npidind overcome, other creatures present them,iftedn
and disposed by God.

And when there is no creature to mortify them, @ueh takes charge; and God, great in everythings o
in His own way, demonstrating by this to the sdwdttwants to be His that mortification has to baticwal,
like heartbeats.

4. The school of the Holy Ghost, where it is, hdwsi run and what its
teachings are. By the practice of these teachnugssanctity is acquired.

This Divine Master sets up His school in the irdenf souls who so petition
and ardently desire to have Him as Teacher.

He exercises His office of Teacher without the eax$ words and teaches
the soul to die to herself in everything, so akawe no life other than in God.

The way this skilled Teacher has of teaching ig/\e@msoling and, to teach
the paths which lead to true sanctity, He has rshwo set up His school other
than in the interior of our soul; and has such a#nd talent... for teaching...,
he is so skilful and so wise, so powerful and adtbat without us knowing how, we feel wholly tedormed
shortly after being in His school.

Before entering this school, being rude, incapatole,dim to understand the sermons we have hdaed, t
entering there, with what ease all is learnt; @msse that the knowledge and talent the Master g amsmitted
to us even to our depths.

His way of teaching is not by words; He seldom &peat times at the beginning, if the lesson He is
teaching is practised well, He usually speaks\vieuy briefly, to show us His pleasure by this; dne practice
has to be well done, since in this school all ispmactising what is taught, and if not practisdegre it
concludes; the school closes and does not reopen.

Since although the school is held in the centrin@fsoul, he cannot enter there unless the Masehim in,
and though wanting to enter he neither can nor lenloew. The one thing he can do is stay within himset
go outside, but stop at the door, and weep heamitygrieve disinterestedly for his fault.

Since disinterest is like the touchstone of thikiost, everything taught here has to be practised
disinterestedly, and if not our works have no meeitore our Master.

At the start He is silent, tolerant and does naistise; since as He is so charitable He has goeapa&ssion,
since He sees that we do not know, and never agksjoires things beyond us.

His way of teaching is by means of a clear bealdigtt that He places in the understanding.

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In this school even in breathing one seems to bheest wisdom and knowledge, and all this wisdom and
knowledge is centred on the knowledge of God atfeksewledge, where the basis of all His teachiieg,| and
as long as this is not firmly fixed in the soul, téd&es no step, suspends every lesson and, ustirtith sends
down roots as it were into the soul, goes no funiigh His instructions.

Of penance He tells us nothing. Doubtless, it seemme that He does not instruct us on this becthese
soul by itself tends to penance more easily thanddification. This is clearly seen through ondladse lights
He gives to the understanding: that penance alemieout mortification, fills the heart with pridend hence, in
this school doing penance is learnt with much @on; and with this light given by the Divine Spit is seen
that Satan is very concerned to incline souls tfopa great penances.

In the Saints it has one purpose and in the impedeother; and while Satan inclines them to pesahe
withdraws them from mortification. In mortificatiothere is no danger, however continuous the pmactic
Penance by itself does not sanctify, continuoustifre@tion makes great Saints; by continuous migdiion
we come to die to ourselves in everything and thee pove of God is acquired, without which therents
friendship with God or union with Him, and lesdlgtansformation, which is all by love.

By continuous mortification we emerge from our oslavery and we become lords of ourselves. By
continuous mortification one comes to acquire eotibn of the primitive state in which our firsaqgnts were
to be found, and as a reward for continuous modiion, God is given to the soul, as in possessiahis life,
and that is what is learnt in this school, sin¢é¢ha lessons lead to this: to continuous mortiiaa

There is a particular lesson for fasting and itkes us not to deny the body anything it needsnbuér to
give anything the appetites ask for, want or desieeause the appetites never ask, want or dagief oeed.

For needs it is the body which asks, and the be#g for food and no more; but the appetites askréats
and cravings, for they are always like capriciobhgdcen who do not ask out of need, but out of arged
fancies.

For this reason, this admirable Master inclinesnase to the privation of all that is superfluouadahe
soul, as bearing always in mind the tragedy thgipbaed in paradise, voluntarily deprives itselffroit,
wanting if it were able to atone to God for thelfaxommitted by that sorry mother, by whose blooel ave
contaminated.

Because with all that is done in the lessons gimehis school and the instructions there receivled,soul
lives ever forgetful of self and has no other pggm all that she does than to please God andhabtacould
that God be loved by all.

It is forgetful of self, does not think of advangim virtue, or of acquiring virtue, or of meritirggace, or of
acquiring Heaven, or of sanctifying herself.

For herself and for others she does not want, kr @sdesire but to love God as He deserves, Weite
possible.

He exhorts us as though by word of mouth and widag
force, against spiritual envy, never to let us lkeeaived by
Satan to commit this sin, and whoever does is dackt
thief who robs God of the glory and honour He desgiand
all are obliged to give Him.

In opposition to this sin let us excite our joy #ikat we
can whenever we see or hear speak in praise of ou
neighbour, and never get anxious with that envious
presumption with which the imperfect hear theirghéiour’s
praise or when they see him practising some acirtfe, as
He says that whoever has this sin is as though rated by

it, and all he sees and hears of his neighbouhiosvs in his face as if he saw him committing grawves, since
spiritual envy gnaws at the entrails of whoeverihaand his spiritual ruin is certain.
